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Subcommittee Report 

As directed by the Commission at the last meeting, the subcommittee met to discuss the issues 
presented by CIFAC regarding Job Order Contracting by the County of Ventura.  Below is the finding 
from the sub-committee.   
 
The CUCCAC sub-committee met via conference call to review the request for clarification brought 
forward by CIFAC regarding the use of a Job Order Contract (JOC) on informally bid projects. 
 
Committee Finding 
The sub-committee reviewed all of the provided information on this topic.  The subcommittee proposes 
the following recommendation for CUCCAC policy: 

• The issuance of an original JOC must be done pursuant to the Act.  Specifically, the JOC 
contracting procedures must comply with the notification, advertisement, and award provisions 
of the Act.  

• There is no limitation to JOC contracting imposed by the Act for work which does not qualify as a 
“Project” under PCC 22002(c).     

• In accordance with the State Attorney General opinion (76 Op. Atty. Gen 126,7-14-93) , no work 
which could be classified as a “Project” under the Act may be performed under a JOC by a 
county signatory to the Act if the value of the task order exceeds the Act’s informal bid limit 
(currently $175,000).
